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Use and Maintenance Instructions for Mobile Furniture Items

The Customer-User (“the User”) must study carefully and adhere to the following instructions by Seccom
Ltd (“the Seller”) as non-compliance to them may cause breakdowns or damages to the items of mobile
furniture or diminish their quality or performance.

General

Even before or during the sale negotiations for an item, the User should ask the Seller to demonstrate
the use of the item and to stress the points that need special attention when using or maintaining the
item. In case the User is to invite or delegate/authorize other person/s (e.g. colleagues, company
personnel, family members) to use the item, the User should inform and train such person/s on the use
and maintenance of the item and ask the Seller’s assistance. If the User, after the demonstration or after
studying the present instructions, has still queries or needs clarifications, the Seller is eager to repeat
advising, demonstration and/or training.

A. Office Chairs-Seating items

1) Apart from the special type “Heavy duty Chairs”, all other chairs and seating items are supplied and
sold for a total daily use of up to eight (8) hours and for a total yearly use of 220 days. Their use beyond
above limitations should be avoided.

2) Chairs and seating items, unless being of a special type, are manufactured for use by persons of up to
120 Kgs weight.

3) The handling of the levers and mechanisms should be done smoothly, following the specific use
instructions.

4) The User must not act in any way that may jeopardize the endurance of the items (e.g. standing on
the seats, the footrest, the armrests, or to use the item as a ladder).

5) The items should be placed away from sources of excessive cold or heat.

B. Office Furniture, Chairs-Armchairs-Stools-Tables for Home or Professional use
(Offices, Company Offices, Hotels, Restaurants, Cafeterias etc.)

1) Having in mind that some differences may exist, the points in A. above are also valid for this
category of items as well.

2) Metal Surfaces, Wood Surfaces, Surfaces of Plastic Materials.

Cleaning should be done using a clean cloth and mildly warm water.

Do not use chemicals or creams (e.g. strong detergents or chlorine) or abrasive sponges.

For stubborn stains you may use a small amount of hand wash detergent diluted in water.

If a liquid is spilled on the surface, it should be wiped off immediately.

Wooden or glass surfaces: do not place on them glasses, pots or the like when containing a

very cold or hot content without using protective mats.
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» Glass surfaces: although most of the glasses are tempered, special attention should be given
to such sensitive surfaces as, when exposed to excessive cold or heat, their appearance is
affected. We should also avoid placing heavy objects on them or clean same with hard cloths
or cleaning chemicals other than the special glass cleaners that are sold in the market.

C. Furniture for use both Indoors and Outdoors

The items used in uncovered areas (gardens, verandas, near pools etc.) should be protected from the
weather and atmospheric conditions. Special attention-protection is needed in case of extreme weather
phenomena like very strong wind or dust in the atmosphere. The constant exposure of the items to the
sun or high temperatures, prolonged humidity, or at areas near the sea, brings about deterioration of
their glossiness and colorings and, generally entails adverse effects on their appearance. Placing the
furniture inside covered areas will surely increase their use life. In any case, when the items are not in use,
they should be covered with a watertight covering. If the items are placed in an uncovered area during
the summer, it is advisable to move them in a covered area for the winter. Particularly, as regards the
furniture cushions, they should always be transferred to a covered area at night. Furthermore, it should
be well noted that the wooden furniture and timbers go through a settling period with adaptations in
appearance and color. Such adaptations are quite natural and do not constitute deterioration of their
quality. Here in below the basic instructions for specific surfaces are outlined:

Wooden Furniture/Surfaces

To protect teak surfaces against UV radiation and adverse weather conditions we recommend, the use
(once a year or when necessary) of a water-based impregnation wood varnish (advantages: fast drying,
breathable, water resistant, easy application, non- cracking, non-peeling). Unlike an oil-based sealer, the
water base varnish will seal the wood but leave it looking raw at its natural color tone.



Anodized / Powder-coated Aluminium

For the cleaning process use a water-based non-toxic product (Metal Cleaner). Spray and apply to the
surface with a soft cloth or sponge and allow the liquid to soak for about one minute. Brush clean with a
soft cloth and then rinse well with clean water.

Slings and Straps, Wickers

For the cleaning process use a water-based non-toxic product (Sling & Woven Cleaner) or a mild
detergent. Spray and apply to the surface with a soft cloth or sponge and allow the liquid to soak for
about one minute. Brush clean with a soft scrubbing pad and water. Then rinse well with clean water.



Cushions

In principle, we should often brush the dust and dirt away from the cushions and
clean the spills and stains as soon as they occur.
The cushion covers must be removed from the cushion filling prior to any

cleaning.

HPL(High Pressure Laminate) or Topalit Tops/Surfaces

HPL and Topalit are very strong and durable materials that they are UV and weather resistant.

Despite the above material properties, we should often wipe the surfaces with a clean cloth and warm,
diluted, neutral detergent. Spillages of wine, coffee, ketchup, oils and acidic substances such as vinegar,
should always be wiped clean immediately.
