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1) FURNITURE MADE OF ALUMINIUM AND/OR POLYPROPYLENE AR

Avoid placing glasses and other vessels containing very cold contents (e.g. ice) or very hot contents on
aluminium, wooden, sintered stone (artificial stone), or ceramic surfaces without protective coasters or
placemats.

Regular Cleaning

e Daily cleaning is carried out simply with a soft damp cloth or sponge and a mild detergent solution in
slightly warm water. Afterwards, dry with a soft dry cloth.

Avoid strong chemical cleaners

e Do not use strong, abrasive cleaning agents (bleach, ammonia) or other alkaline or acidic chemical
products. Strong solvents may damage the coatings/paints on the surfaces and cause fading, staining,
or even permanent damage, as well as reduce their lifespan.

e In case of pressure washing, use the lowest pressure setting and filtered water (not unfiltered tap
water or water from boreholes), to avoid stains and spots. Especially if the water contains fluoride,
sulphur, salt, chlorine, or iron oxide, it is likely to cause stains, spotting, or burning marks on outdoor
furniture.

o If tap water is used, after cleaning the surfaces must be immediately dried with a soft dry cloth.

2) CUSHIONS — COVERS

e In general, dust and dirt should be brushed off cushions frequently, and stains or liquid spills should be
cleaned as soon as they occur.

e Covers must always be removed before cleaning or washing.

e Cushions should be moved to a covered area at night.

Stain removal
e Use alcohol-free baby wipes, gently rubbing the stain.
Washing of covers

e Hand washing
o Prepare a mild hand-detergent solution in lukewarm water (max 30°C).
o Rinse carefully to remove all detergent residues.
o Allow the cover to air dry in the shade.
¢ Machine washing
o Wash at approximately 30°C using a mild laundry detergent in low dosage and low spin cycles.
o Air-dry in the shade.



DO NOT use:

e Drycleaning

e Strong detergents or bleach
e Ironing or steam ironing

e Tumble drying

OUTDOOR FURNITURE COVERS

To protect outdoor furniture when not in use, whether in a covered or uncovered area, it is recommended to
cover it with our specially designed covers. Before covering, furniture must be thoroughly cleaned and
completely dry to prevent the formation of mold during storage.

In any case, when furniture is not in use, especially when located near the sea, it should be covered.
Prolonged humidity combined with sea salt may affect the gloss and color of the materials.

The covers are made of highly durable 100% polyester fabric with the following quality properties:

e Itis breathable while also being waterproof and frost-resistant. It has high resistance to stains, mold,
tearing, shrinkage, and fading.

e |t protects furniture from dust, dirt (bird and animal droppings), sun, wind, frost, UV rays, and
generally adverse weather conditions.

e It allows moisture to escape while preventing dust and rain from entering.

*1t is advisable to remove the cushions during the winter season.
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
